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Executive Summary

Usage of Big Dig Tunnels
1. Few MA residents regularly use the Big Dig tunnels – 6% use them daily, 14% use them once or twice a week, 28% use them once or twice a month, and 52% have not used them in the past month.
· Younger residents, those earning $60K to $75K, and people living inside 128 are most likely to use the Big Dig tunnels at least weekly.

· Older residents, those with lower levels of education, those with lower levels of income, those who live in western MA, and those who think the tunnels are not safe at all are most likely to say they never use the tunnels.

2. MA resident are very familiar with the tunnel collapse and death – 62% are very familiar and 31% are somewhat familiar.  Only 7% are not very familiar or not familiar at all.

· Regular tunnel drivers, and people living inside 128 are most familiar with the collapse.

· Older residents are least familiar, although they also have very high levels of awareness

Safety in Big Dig Tunnels

1. In the wake of the recent tunnel ceiling collapse, most MA residents think the Big Dig tunnels are NOT safe – only 4% think they are very safe, 26% think they are somewhat safe, 33% think they are not very safe, and 35% think they are not safe at all.

· This is NOT dependent on where people live.
· Even the majority of regular users of the Big Dig(at least weekly) say they feel the tunnels are not very safe or not safe at all.

2. The overwhelming majority of MA residents (91%) think that inspectors will find more problems with ceiling panels.  Recent events have borne this out.

Change of Driving Patterns

1. The tunnel collapse has led many MA residents to avoid say they will avoid the tunnels.  However, most people who say they will definitely change their driving patterns to avoid using the tunnels have not used the tunnels in the past month.

· Women, older residents, residents of Central MA, those who never use the tunnels, and people who feel the tunnels are not safe at all are most likely to say they will definitely change their driving patterns.

· Men, regular tunnel drivers, and those who feel very safe in the tunnels are most likely to say they will not change their driving patterns.

Overall Value of Big Dig

1. The public is split over whether the Bid Dig was worth building – 46% think it was worth building, 44% think it was not worth building, and 11% are unsure.
1. It is significant that even regular users of the big dig tunnels are not convinced that it was worth building:  only 45% of daily drivers think it was worth building, 62% of weekly drivers, and 56% of monthly drivers.

2. Residents who feel very or somewhat safe in the tunnels think the Big Dig project was worth building while those who do not feel safe do not feel it was worth building.
Political Fallout

1. Governor Romney fares best for his handling of the Big Dig project, Attorney General Reilly fares less well, and Mass Turnpike Chairman Amorello has fared poorly for his handling of the Big Dig.
· Fifty percent of MA residents say they approve of how Gov. Romney has handled the Big Dig, 31% disapprove, and 19% are unsure.

· Republicans, college graduates upper income residents, and people living in the outer Boston suburbs are most likely to approve of Romney’s handling of the Big Dig.
· Democrats, people who use the tunnels once or twice a week, and those earning between $75K and $100K are most likely to disapprove of Romney’s handling of the Big Dig.

· Only 37% of MA residents approve of how AG Reilly has handled the Big Dig, 31% disapprove, and 32% are unsure.

· Lower income residents and people who say they feel very safe in the tunnels are most likely to approve of how Reilly has handled things with the Big Dig.

· Republicans and upper income residents are most likely to disapprove.

· Only 14% of MA residents say they approve of how Matt Amorello has handled the Big Dig, 63% disapprove, and 23% are unsure.

· All demographics disapprove of how Amorello has handled the Big Dig – he is the person most hurt by the ceiling collapse.

Who’s to Blame?

1. The companies who built the Big Dig tunnels – Bechtel Parsons Brinkerhoff, Modern Continental, and other subcontractors – get most of the blame for the tunnel collapse.  %0% of MA residents say they are most to blame.
2. Matt Amorello gets the most blame of any individual – 15% say he is most to blame for the collapse, 3% blame the Mass Turnpike Authority or former Chairmen, and 6% blame inspectors.

3. Gov. Romney (2%) and the MA Legislature (3%) are not being for the collapse.

What’s Next?

1. There is a deep sense of cynicism that the persons responsible for the ceiling collapse will actually face criminal charges.  Only 6% say they are very confident, 24% are somewhat confident, 39% are not very confident, and 28% are not confident at all.

· Both Republicans and Democrats are not confident that responsible parties will face criminal charges.
